APPLICATION PROCEDURES

However, applications for admission to a particular year should be lodged with the 
Registrar’s office by the closing date to be announced from time to time.

*Successful candidates would normally be notified at least three months before the start of 
the programme. In addition to meeting the criteria for admission, successful candidates are 
also expected to show evidence of availability of adequate funds to undertake the 
programme. 
 
 

 Master of Arts (Mission and Theology) 
Duration: One (1) Year 
Total Cost: $3000 (or Cedi equivalent)  

 
Entry Requirements 
All candidates must possess a good Honours degree (or an equivalent qualification) in any 
field of study, from a recognized University.  
 
Four (4) Blocks (of 3 weeks each)  
Block One: 

 History of Christian Thought and the Theology of Mission 

 Old Testament Survey, Literature and Ideas 

 New Testament Survey, Early Christian History and Ideas  
 

Block Two: 

 Biblical texts in the African Context 

 Christian History as Mission History

 Master of Arts – Mission and Theology (Pentecostal Studies Option) 

(MAPSO) 
Duration: One (1) Year  
Total Tuition Cost: $3000 (or Cedi equivalent) 

 

Entry Requirements 
All candidates must possess a good Honours degree (or an equivalent qualification) in any 
field of study, from a recognized University.  
 
Three (3) Blocks (of 4 weeks each) 
Block One: 

 History of Christian Thought and the Theology of Mission 

 Bible Survey, Literature, Message and Ideas 

 Bible Texts (Healing, Exorcism and Pauline Pnuematology) 
 

Block Two: 

 Christian History as Mission History 

 Studies in Spirituality – Primal and Christian, Doctrinal and Ethical 

 Christ, Culture and Other Faiths in the African Context 
 

Block Three: 

 Write-up of project essay on an agreed topic (15,000 words) 
 
*The MA (Mission & Theology) is a recognized bridging programme to the other programmes 
(MTh and PhD) 
 
 

 Master of Theology (MTh)   
Duration:  Two (2) Years 
Tuition $4500 for a year 
Total:  $9000 (or Cedi equivalent) 

 
Entry Requirements 
 
All candidates must possess a good Honours degree (or an equivalent qualification) in 
Theology or in Religious Studies, from a recognized University.  
Course Details 
 
One year postgraduate course work is required.  The second year is devoted to writing 
dissertation of around 30,000 words on an agreed topic. 



 Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in Theology  
Duration: Four Years  
Tuition:  $7,500 for each year 
Total: $30,000 (or Cedi equivalent) 

 
Entry Requirements 
All candidates must possess a good Masters degree in Theology or in Religious Studies from 
a recognized University. 
 
Course Details 
One year postgraduate degree course work is required. A minimum of three years is given to 
write a thesis of around 100,000 words on an agreed topic.
